The first letter should be written immediately after arriving in British North America that describes the journey. The second should be written one year after having settled in British North America and should concentrate how your life has changed.

5. As a high-ranking British advisor, write the memo explaining the rationale behind the Constitutional Act of 1791.
6.  Did the Loyalists have the greatest effect in the political, economic, or social realm? Explain fully.
7. Write a contemporary American newspaper editorial about the departure of the Loyalists.
