1.  When did New France become a royal province of France?
· 1663

2.  Why was New France dependent on France?  What did France do?

· They were vulnerable to the Iroquois

· France sent 1000 troops as support in 1665

3.  In 1663, what did Louis XIV do?

· He assumed the political, military and economic responsibility for New France

4.  How long was New France governed by the French Monarchy?

· Next 100 years

5.  Explain the new government structure that was created in New France that would oversee its economic development.

· A Sovereign Council with a bishop, government, intendant (administrator responsible for finance and justice), and several councilors

6.  Who were pitted against one another for power and influence under the new government structure?

· Clerical, military and economic leaders

7.  A. Who was the first intendant of New France?

· Jean Talon

 B. What did he do to increase the population?

· He lured prospective settlers with free land and passage

· He recruited the filles de roi – King’s daughters and gave incentives for marrying and having children.

Acadia
8.  Where and when was it founded?
· 1605 at Port Royal

9.  Who controlled Acadia?

· Control bounced back and forth between the English and the French for 100 years.

10.  Who did Acadia trade with and why?

· They traded with New England, as they were geographically isolated from New France.

11. What happened in 1710?

· Port Royal was captured for the last time by the British and renamed Nova Scotia.

12. For how long did the Acadians prosper under the British?

· 45 years

13.  What happened in 1755?

· Le Grand Derangement (The Great Upheaval)

· 7000 Acadians were forcibly removed from their homeland and dispersed along the Atlantic coast.
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14.  What were the Acadian lifestyles based on?

· Family and a strong sense of community that was rooted in their Marshland environment

15.  What was their position on the England vs. France conflicts?

· They wanted to remain neutral

16.  Why did the founding of Halifax in 1749 mark a turning point for Acadia?

· Britain sought to populate the region with English speaking Protestant immigrants

17.  What were the terms of the Treaty of Utrecht in 1713 that concerned the Acadians?  What did they agree to?
· They were allowed to keep their land provided they swore an oath of allegiance to the British crown.

· They agreed to the oath under the condition that in case of another war, they would not be required to take up arms against French soldiers or their Mi’kmaq allies
18.  What did the British demand of the Acadians in the 1750’s?  Did they agree?
· That they take another oath that would eliminate their neutrality

· No

19.  In 1755 many were deported, but happened to the others?
· Many died on the ships that were transporting them

· Others escaped by hiding and seeking refuge in remote locations.  In time, many made their way back to the Maritimes to renew their lives.
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20.  What did the Acadians discover when they returned to the Maritimes?

· The Annapolis Valley was occupied by the British, so they looked to settle in other parts of NS and NB

21.  Define sovereignty.

· Independence in exercising power or authority
22.  What was the first evidence that the Acadians sought to establish cultural sovereignty?  Explain.
· Maritime School System

· Official language of instruction was English and therefore, the Acadian population, who taught in French, were not support from the provincial education system

· Religious instruction was prohibited in 1871, but 2/3rds of NB was Roman Catholic.  In protest they refused to pay their school taxes

· The Acadians did not want to pay the school taxes, as only 1 in 6 Acadian children attended school

· Tensions rose with the Caraquet riots of 1875.  Provincial compromised and said religious instruction could be given at the end of day.

23.  What emerged in the 1880-90s?

· They created their own flag

· They adopted the feast of Assumption as their national holiday

· They adopted Ave Maris Stella as their anthem and L’union fait la force as their motto

· Acadian newspapers emerged

· 1890, Acadian College, Sainte-Anne was established in NS

24.  What did the Official Languages Act do?

· Gave the French language equal status with English within federal government

· Increased funding to support French-language schools

· Books by Acadians and French language radio and TV shows emerged

25.  What is the Acadian population in NS, NB and PEI today?

· NS = 34,000

· NB = 245,000 (1/3 of the population)

· PEI = 5,500
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26.  When did the Seven Years War start?

· 1756

27.  How were the British successful?
· Outnumbered the French 4-1

· Laid ruin to Fort Frontenac

· Forced French to retreat to St. Lawrence Valley

28.  What fell in 1759?

· Louisburg

29.  When and where did the war end?

· 1759 when General Wolfe and his British ships captured Quebec City

30.  What did New France fear?  Were there many changes?

· They thought that the British rule would assimilate them into English society, causing them to lost their culture, language, religion and traditions

· No, changes were only subtle:  replaced French authorities with British officials

31.  What was the significance of the Royal Proclamation of 1763?

· Granted control of New France to Britain and gave birth to the historical connection between the English settlers who would become Canadians and the settlers who lived in the former New France known as les Canadiens.
