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Origin (2 points)--> who wrote it, when was it written, where was it written, who translated it, primary or secondary source

Prince Hammurabi, Goddess Shamash, translator L.W. King. Babylon 1706BCE, secondary, 282 laws

The secondary document, Hammurabi’s Code of Laws was written by Prince Hammurabi in 1760BCE, dictated by the Goddess of Justice, Shamash, translated by L.W. King. The document was recorded by ten advisers of the prince in the kingdom of Babylon.

Purpose (2 points)-->why was the document written, who is the intended audience, what is the immediate historical context, what does the source “say”, 

Law, order, crime, family, economy, contracts

The document or the suggested code of law is an ensemble of legal causes written by the prince to instill harmony, order and peace in Babylon in 1760BCE to deal with their criminal family and commercial matters in the Babylonian society.

Values (5 points) --> related to who wrote it, when was it written and what voice is heard, what do you find out about the given society, what can it tell about the given time period, influence, geography, relationship etc.

 With regards to its origin, the code of laws identifies probable criminal activities, along with prescribed punishment in Babylon of that time. “Support with direct citation”. or “§1215”. The document reveals with regards to its purpose a variety of social classes and probable trades in Babylon of that time. It also demonstrates the presence of a myriad of social classes in Babylon of 1760BCE “(§260, 26)”. Moreover, the document announces and explicates the victors of the typical family relationship in Babylon of 1760BCE.In relation to the origin and purpose of the document, the Code of Laws denotes the grounds of retribution and restoration. “(§208-210)”. Although due to its patriarchal origin and the fact that the document carries an absolute power in nature the document demonstrates a phenomenon of the shift of guilt punishment. “(§229)”. 

Limitations (5 points) --> due to the origin and due to the purpose, who’s voices do you not hear, who’s faces are not seen (ex. less fortunate, disadvantage group of people), how is the source restricted
With regards to the origin of the document, the document lacks to provide a specific currency explanation and its equity. “(§222-225)”. With regards to its purpose, the document describes the prescribed punishments in favour of upper social classes without taking into consideration the voices of slaves, foreigners, women. “(§239)”. In addition the laws regulate only family matters where male members are given the priority versus female prerogatives. It is unclear according to the document if a women is aloud to initiate a divorce. “(§168)”.
