Monologue Project: 75 points (will be adjusted to 40 in Power School) 

Famous people have influenced Egyptian history in some way.  Your task is to explore the life of the Ancient Egyptian pharaohs and represent yourself as this pharaoh to our class.  You will write a 4-6-minute monologue without notes cards and with a visual aid that describes your life and proves with the help of historically accurate evidence that YOU WERE THE MOST PROMINENT PHARAOH of the Ancient Egyptian civilization.

        You may choose to develop an imaginative skit explaining your role in daily life and your feelings as a pharaoh who makes decisions that affects all of Egypt.  Alternately, you may choose to describe your life by introducing us to an invention, scientific discovery, or philosophy your pharaoh -character developed; demonstrate or explain your work as a playwright, poet, architect, sculptor, painter, politician, warrior, leader, or any other occupation that your pharaoh could assume.( See Akhenaton’s religious discovery ).
        You should dress in character to the best of your ability and if possible perform, teach the class, engage us in an activity or discussion associated to your character’s life.  Your visual aid could include music, dance, art, poetry, armor, food, quotes, list of accomplishments, or 3D model that explains the talents and abilities of your character.
