· Direct economy to achieve or support their ideology or political goals

· Economic goals are state orientated and state directed

· Improvement in living standards, modernisation, industrialisation or improved defence

· Planning economic activity overseen by a party or government agency

· Direct economic activity 

· Land reform, employment 

· Success or failure of economic policies determines the ability of the regime to retain power

Social and Cultural Policies

· Nature, form and direction that society should take

· Right-wing states seek to create a 'golden age' 

· Traditional values

· Women, family life, education, moral values, occupations, class structure and hierarchy

· Respect for tradition and authority, nationalism, racism and suspicion of liberal ideas

· Left-wing leaders support more progressive ideas

· Gender equality, elimination of classes, looking to the future 

· Extensive social engineering

· State control of communications, the media, education, culture and the arts

Foreign Policies

· Through war, conquest, trade and alliance

· Secure against invasion 

· Righting historic wrongs

How did Castro consolidate power?
5/21/2016
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The Consolidation of Power 1959-62
· Removed the people associated with Batista's regime 

· Citizens served in the Batista governments were imprisoned

· As were the armed forces

· Properties confiscated as they went to trial

· Executed or given long sentences

· Didn't conform to standards of justice

· Criticised in Cuba but also in the US for not offering human rights

· Justified by saying that these people saying they endangered the revolution

· Consolidated the position of the 26th of July Movement within the provisional government

· Established in January 1959

· Formed by liberals

· Wanted to moderate the left-wing elements which included the 26th of July Movement

· The government was led by moderates such as Manuel Urrutia and Jose Miro Cardona 

· Castro set up an office outside the presidential palace - commander of the armed forces

· Real authority was in the power of Castro

· Seen everywhere and heard by everyone

· Daily speeches

· Ideals of social justice, economy security, and political freedom

· Going into streets and across the country to meet people

· Man of the people

· Cardona suddenly resigned as PM and Castro took over

· Then Urrutia resigned and was replaced by Osvaldo Dorticos

· Castro made it a communist state by 1961

· Party was called Integrated Revolutionary Organizations (ORI) 

· Then United Party of the Socialist Revolution

· Finally Cuban Communist Party (PCC) 

· Only authorized party in Cuba

· It drew suspicion from within the party

· Hubert Matos opposed Castro and resigned as military chief

· Resignation of someone who had played a leading role in the revolution could have been embarrassing

· Matos was arrested by Cienfuegos

· Cienfuegos's plane crahsed and he died --> claimed Castro killed him

Legal Methods of Reform
· History will absolve me speech

· Castro offered every sector of society to improve their living standards

· Work for the unemployed, land for rural workers, and improved working conditions for the urban workers

· Middle class were promised they would be able to become professionals 

· Women were told they would be able to work in equal conditions to men

· Castro wanted to be a man of action

· Agrarian Reform Act 

· Distribution of land more equitable

· Agriculture more efficient

· Cuba less dependant on sugar

· Restricted the land that could be owned

· Anyone above the limit had land expropriated and received bonds as compensation

· Nationalized the land in foreign hand

· Criticized by Cuban press and land owners

· USA thought about cutting sugar quota in retaliation 

· Other reforms included increasing wages and the reduction of rent

· Enthusiasm amongst lower classes but antagonized middle and upper classes

· Waves of strikes amongst foreign companies 

· Import taxes were imposed on 'luxury goods' 

· Made goods more expensive --> with the money made, invest in industrialisation and diversification

· US sales to Cuba decreased by 35% 

· Impact of Reforms

· Allowed Castro and PSP to become more popular among certain sectors of society

· Consolidated government position

· Accepted the idea that it was necessary to dismantle the old political, social and economic systems

· 250,000 left Cuba out of protest

· Havana and Washington relations deteriorated between 1959-62

· Due to Bay of Pigs and Cuban Missile Crisis

Impact of Foreign Policy on Castro's Consolidation of Power
· 1961 Bay of Pigs Invasion 

· Cuba was cementing its relationship with Moscow

· Washington wanted to invade the island

· Using Cuban exiles who trained as a paramilitary force 

· JFK had promised a tough stance against Marxism in South America

· The plan was devised in the Eisenhower administration

· They trained in Guatemala and Nicaragua in preparation 

· US troops weren't allowed to be involved in the invasion

· Cuban Revolutionary Council was ready to take over after

· Failed on many levels

· Castro imprisoned more than 1,000 

· Emerged more powerful than ever before

· Castro leading the invasion added a new dimension to his hero-worship and reinforced Cuban nationalism

· Gave him a visible enemy 

· Cubans remained united and accept the leadership of Castro in case of another attack

· Soviet Union to establish stronger military ties with Cuba and a military presence itself

· 1962 - Cuban Missile Crisis

· October

· Washington and Moscow confronted each other over the Soviet placement of nuclear missiles on the island

· Took the world to the brink of nuclear war

· 13 days of tense negotiation, the soviets removed the missiles and dismantled the sites

· US removed its nuclear weapons in Turkey and promised it wouldn't invade

· Castro was left with no Soviet defense of the island

· 1962 - Castro had freed himself from the batistianos and the liberals in government

· Extinguished revolts 

· No other figure from the revolution could challenge him

· More radical position after accepting Soviet assistance

· Claimed he was a Marxist-Leninist

Role of Ideology
· Not clear in 1959 whether Cuba would adopt a Communist policy

· Liberals in the government

· Castro hadn't committed to an ideology by then

· A fixed set of principles would have restricted the methods at his disposal 

The Cultural Revolution

May 1966  - CCRG

· Jiang Qing and the Gang of Four

· Sub-committee of Politburo 

· Ran China through the Cultural Revolution

· Anyone opposing them was 'bourgeoisie' 


July 1966 - The Swim

· Went for a swim in the Yangzi 

· Students were told to question their education


August 1966 - Cultural Revolution

· First mass rally at Tiananmen 

· Red Guards formed

· Saving the revolution

· Rise up and rid China of anti-communists

· 'Four olds' - ideas, customs, traditions, buildings were destroyed to rid anti-communist

· Supported by Lin Biao's PLA 

· 'Proletarian Culture' - Lin Biao ordered the PLA not to attack the Red Guards

· Bombarded CCP headquarters

· Denounced their own parents as anti-communist

· By '67 - Law and order had broken down 

· Lin Shaoqi was then number one target

· Physically attacked and died in 1973 when denied diabetes medication

· Mao was becoming the new Emperor 

· Little Red Book - 740 million copies sold

· Statues and portraits of Mao were created

· 12 million sent to the countryside

· Red Guards realised that they were being used


1967

· Out of control

· Red Guards were splitting into factions 

· Mao attempted to restore order

· PLA was used to restore order

· Red Guards were sent to the countryside to be 're-educated'

· By 1969 order had been restored and Mao had supreme control

· 1 million had been killed 

How did Mao change China between 1949 and 1953?﻿
 

Intentions of the CCP
· 29th September 1949

· CPPCC

· Decide upon the aims of his government

· 'The Common Programme' which set out Mao's aims

· 'People's Democratic Dictatorship'

· They would listen to the people but rule through Mao

Political Changes 
· The 18 provinces were re-organised into 6 regions

· People's Congresses' at each level to run the area

· National People's Congress was also created

· Also appointed a Prime Minister - Zhou Enlai

· In charge of government bureaucracy 

·  Laws should've been voted for through the NC but Mao ran it

· 'Democratic Centralism' 

· Local Party Congress had to listen to National Party Congress which had to listen to Central Committee which listened to the 'Politburo' which made the final decision

· Politburo was the most powerful group of communists

Military Changes - The PLA
· Won the war with 5 million soldiers

· PLA committees in all 6 regions

· Controlled by Military Affairs Commission or Mao

· Rebuild transport routes and infrastructure

Economic Changes - Land Reform
· 30th June 1950

· Agrarian Reform Law

· CCP members went to the countryside to redistribute land

· 'rich', 'middle' and 'poor' peasants

· Speak bitterness campaign

· Poor peasants speaking against the rich

· 1950 - 52 --> 47 million hectares were redistributed amongst 300 million

· Speak bitterness 

· 2-4 million killed in the violence

· Mutual Aid Teams introduced

· Peasants worked on each others land making the system more productive

· Government provided extra tools and fertiliser for productive families

· Still wasn't productive enough

Economic Changes - The Economy
· Facing inflation of 1000% 

· Nationalised major banks, railways and major industry

· 1953 - All major business's had been nationalised

· Profit used to increase government revenue

· 1951 - People's Bank replaced private banks

· Only this bank could control inflation --> down to 15% by the end of the year

Social Changes - Social Control
· Peasants, Industrial Workers, Petty Bourgeoisie, National Bourgeoisie 

· Re-education for counter-revolutionaries and capitalists

· Either GMD members or Japanese collaborators

· Over a million murdered 

· Mass propaganda campaigns in the early '50's

· 'Resist America, Aid Korea' - removed all foreign businessmen

· 1951 - 3 Anti's --> corruption, waste and red-tape

· 1952 - 5 Anti's -->  bribery, tax evasion, fraud, theft and spying

· Thousands of suicides

· Society groups for everyone to join

· 'Thought Reform'

· 'Movement for the Study of Mao Zedong Thought'

· CCP block wardens to watch for suspicious behaviour

Social Changes - Women
· Gender equality

· 1950 - Marriage Law which ended arranged marriages and gave the right to divorce

· Maternity benefits and minimum marriage age

International Changes - Foreign Policy
· Dec 1949 - Feb 1950 - Mao in the USSR

· Sino-Soviet Treaty of Friendship

· $300 million loan

· 30 year military alliance

· Soviet technical experts

· Korean War participation in 1950

· 1951 - PLA establish control in Tibet  

· 1953 - Removed all Western powers and become a major world player

· Couldn't get a job without it

Who was Joseph Goebbels?
· Ex-journalist 

· Joined the party in 1924

· Became head of propaganda in 1930

· March 1933 - Reich Minister of Public Enlightenment and Propaganda

· Gleischaltung - centralising Nazi control

Nazi Party Campaigning
· Masterminded the Sep 1930, July and Nov 1932 and March 1933 elections

· Choreographed Hitler's plane tours 

· Pioneered the use of radio and cinema for campaigning

· Torchlight parades, brass bands and massed choirs

· All radio stations were under Nazi control 

· Frequent broadcasts on cheap, mass-made radios

· Even speakers in the street

· 2 marks a month on radio fee

Radio
· By the 30's, there were more radios per person in Germany than any other country

· Treasonable to listen to overseas broadcasts

· 1500 were imprisoned in the first year of the war

Cinema
· 1933 - German cinema had 250 million viewers

· Always shown alongside public newsreels

· 1934 - Directors had to send the plot to Goebbels for approval

· 'Eternal Jew' by Franz Hippler compared Jews to rats

· Documentaries by Leni Riefenstahl 

The Press
· 4th October 1933 - Banned all Jewish and liberal editors and journalists

· Newspapers had to print the views that the ministry agreed with

· Journalists were given press briefings

· Racial Observer was the primary Nazi paper

· The Assault

· The Attacker

Photographs 

· Heinrich Hoffman was Hitlers photographer

· Hitler practised expressions and poses in front of the camera

Posters
· Nazi's used great posters against the Weimar Republic

· 1933 - monopoly which was used to deepen support

Meetings and Rallies
· Strengthened by attending mass rallies

· Carefully organised

· Architecture of light like modern day pop-concerts

· Uniforms, disciplined mass movements, stirring music, striking flags, often at night

· Powerful feeling of wanting to belong

Sport
· 1936 Berlin Olympics

· Designed to show Nazi Germany in a good light

· 110,000 seater stadium

· All events went will --> German efficiency

· Germany won the most gold medals

​Festivals
· Lots of new festivals

· Key dates in the Nazi calendar 

· Streets would be festooned with swastika's

​Autobahns
· A revived German nation working together for the common good

· Symbolised political strength and will-power

​Universities
· Researchers and Lecturers had to support the Nazi's

· 1933-38 -- 3000 academics were dismissed

· ​​Anyone who wanted to get a job had to be approved by the government

· National Socialist Lecturers Alliance Camp

The Arts
· Reich Chamber of Culture

· Content of every play, book, novel and film had to be approved

· All writers, musicians, artists and actors had to be members

· 'Self-Censorship'

· Everyone worked for Goebbels

Literature
· Nazis decided which books would be available

· Books they didn't like were banned

· Millions of books were burnt

· 4 topics to write about

· Front experience

· World View

· Regional Novels

· Racial Doctrine

· 1939 - 2500 authors had left Germany

Music
· Music was censured

· Modern and experimental music was banned

· Jazz was banned (black music therefore inferior)

· Orchestras were purged of Jews

Visual Art
· Heavily censored

· Disapproved of most modern art

· Classic realist art that showed heroic Germans

· True German spirit through art

· All artists had to join the Reich Chamber of Visual Arts

· 42,000 members

· Degenerate Art was displayed to be criticised

· Used to glorify himself

Sculpture 

· Stereotyped Nazi virtues

· Muscle men

· Biologically pure, Aryan race

· More accessible to people

Architecture
· 'Word in stone'

· Experienced by large numbers of people

· Could last a long time

· Hitler preferred neo-classical, monumental style

· Dwarfed in front of buildings

· Strengthened the authority of government 
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· Within 18 months he was Dictator

· No legal way to replace him

· Removed majority of opposition

· Used propaganda and force to destroy them

· Violence 'from below'

· 1933

· 100,000 potential opponents in prison

· Only potential threat was the army

· Death of Hindenburg --> Army swore allegiance to Hitler

· Gleichschaltung (co-ordination)

· Wanted control over all aspects of society

· Regime developed organisations that Germans had to join

· German Labour Front (DAF) 

· Hitler Youth

· Nazi organisations for every job

Reichstag Fire
· 27th February 1933

· Marinus van der Lubbe was caught on site

· Confessed

· Put on trial and beheaded

· Mentally deficient

· Communist conspiracy 

· Gave Hitler Article 48 power

· 'Reichstag Fire Decree' 

· 'Law for the Protection of People and State

· Ended freedom of speech

· Freedom of association

· Freedom of the press

· Election Success

· 5th of March elections

· Increased 288 seats giving a percentage of 43.9%

· Made life difficult for non-Nazi candidates

· Hitler increased share of the vote 

· Still didn't have share of the vote

· Used emergency powers to prevent the Communists from taking their seats

· 53 seats were therefore added to the Nazi's

· Now had a majority

Enabling Act
· Gave Hitler the right to make laws for 4 years without the Reichstag's consent

· 444 votes to 94

· Only the Social Democrats voted against

· Only Hindenburg could stop him

What Next?
· Banned Trade Unions

· Striking became illegal

· Strikes could cripple the government so Hitler was scared

· Banned Political Parties 

· July 1933

· Article 1 removed all opposition to the NSDAP 

· Most Social Democrats joined the Nazi's

· Abolished Local Government

· January 1934

· Abolished the Lander parliaments

· Each region would be ruled by a governor appointed by him

SA
· Influenced by the socialist stance of Nazism

· Left-wing

· SA wanted Hitler to put them in charge of the army and to destroy big business's

· Ernst Rohm was too powerful, posed a threat to Hitler

· Army saw SA as undisciplined thugs

· Heinrich Himmler told Hitler that Rohm was planning a coup

Night of the Long Knives
· 30th June 1934

· Arrested and executed the leaders of the SA

· Rohm was shot 

· Kurt von Schleicher (former Chancellor) was shot

· Strasser (Socialist Nazi) was shot

· 400 were killed in total

The State
· 2nd August 1934  --> Hindenburg dies

· Hitler becomes Chancellor and President

· 'Fuhrer'

· 90% of the electorate voted in favour of Hitler's action
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Overview of Castro's Rise
· Cuba won independence from Spain in 1898

· But was dominated politically and economically by the US until 1959

· Supported corrupt and brutal presidents

· Castro was inspired by José Martí, who died fighting the Spanish in 1895

· Fought for freedom from foreign domination

· US became the new Spain

· Cuban economy was reliant on sugar exports to US

· Open to exploitation

· High levels of inequality

· By the '50's, conditions were ripe for revolution

· Castro came from a land-owning family that was well-aware of the plight of plantation workers

· Studied at Havana University

· Campaigned against inequality, corruption, and repression

· Frustrated, he turned to revolution

· Early attempts failed

· Exploited the collapsing morale of the Batista regime

· Formed around a group of young committed people

The Influence of Jose Marti
· Born in 1853

· Supported the 1868 revolt against Spain

· 1871 - at 18 he was sent into exile

· Spent 14 years working as a journalist in the US

· Loved the freedom but hated the racial discrimination

· Worked to unite several revolutionary groups

· El Partido Revolucionario Cubano in 1892

· 25th March 1895

· Manifesto of Montecristi

· Proclaimed Cuban freedom

· End to distinctions between races

· 29th January 1896

· Issued order to launch the uprising

· Failed military landing at Dos Rios in February killed him

· Castro was inspired by him

· Seen as the founder of Cuban nationalism and revolutionary ideas

· Castro symbolised national liberation and social justice like Marti

US Domination

· Major long-term factor of Cuban instability was US involvement

· Worried by a revolutionary government hostile to US interests

· Sought a means to intervene in Cuba

· February 1898

· USS Maine exploded 

· Killed 298 people

· President McKinley persuaded congress to intervene

· American forces were quickly victorious over the ill-equipped Spanish

· Treaty of Paris recognised Cuban independence

· No Cuban representative at the conference

· New Cuba was dominated by US interests

· Platt Amendment of 1901-34

· Gave US control over Cuban foreign policy

· Guantanamo Bay became a US military base

· Cuban Presidents could only rule with US support

· 1921-23

· General Enoch Crowder ran Cuba from his battleship

· Economic crisis

· 1934 

· Encouraged Batista to overthrow President Grau

· He had spoken out against the US

· Cuba was never independent

· US claimed they were there for stability

· Encouraged revolutionary ideas

The Failure of the Cuban Government
· Run by corrupt and repressive governments

· Tom Palma 

· 1902-06

· 1st President

· Intimidated opponents and won through fraud

· Relied on US

· Neglected social justice and independence

· Army revolt forced him to resign

· Garcia Menocal

· 1913-21

· Corrupt

· Imaginary building projects

· Didn't improve Cuba

· Gerardo Morales

· 1925-33

· War of Independence hero

· Just as corrupt

· Assassinated Marxist rival

· Shot at striking workers

· Outlawed rival parties

· Ousted when 200,000 sugar workers went on strike

· Ramon Martin

· 1933-34

· Cancelled Platt Amendment

· Introduced 8 hour working day

· Redistributed land and gave women the vote

· Suspended loan payments to US

· US maneuvered him out of power

· Other Factors

· Tradition of corruption

· Inherited from the Spanish

· Low-paid officials were expected to top up their income with bribes 

· Middle class sent their children to the US to be educated

· Low political participation amongst the masses

The Role of Fulgencio Batista
· 1934-40 - Prime Minister

· Social Reforms and cancelled Platt Amendment

· President in 1940 w/ support from big businesses and US

· Went into exile in 1944

· 1952 - returned and used the army to take power

· Set up a dictatorship

· Gangsterism plagued the streets of Havana

· No elections

· 1955 - Student protests were threatening

· Shot them

· Ramon Barquin 

· Led a failed coup

· 8 years in prison

· Weakened army morale

The Role of the Student Movement
· Political instability

· University of Havana

· Influenced by Marxism, syndicalism and anarchy

· Their duty to continue the struggle for independence

Weakness of Opposition Parties
· Authentic Party

· 1934

· Socialist / Nationalist platform

· Defended workers rights to form unions

· Undermined by President Grau San Martin and Carlos Prio Socarras

· Orthodox Party

· 1948

· Founder - Eduardo Chibas

· 'Integrity Against Money'

· Denounced corruption 

· Chibas committed suicide on live radio

· Popular Socialist Party

· 1925

· Communist

· Persecuted and banned by Batista

· Renamed Cuban Communist Party in 1965

The Cuban Economy
· Worlds largest supplier of sugar

· Exposed to price fluctuations

· Workers were only employed in harvest time

· Little other industry

· Sugar prices were wild in 1920 - 'Dance of the Millions'

· Banco Nacional collapsed and US took control for 3 years

· 1929 - Great Depression

· 25% of workers lost their jobs

· 80% of foreign earnings from sugar

· US was prime buyer --> lots of power

· Initially committed to buying 50% of crop but limited to 29% by Congress

· 1934 - Reciprocal Trade Agreement

· Gave US preferential tariffs

· Flooded the market with goods

· Stopped industry growth

· 1950's it was a prosperous economy

· Inequality

· 2% of rural population could afford eggs

· 75% of rural housing was palm huts without running water

· 50% literacy rate

· 75% imports from US //// 65% exports there

Cuban Society
· Spaniards dominated the ruling class

· 60% of population was white

· Afro-Caribbeans formed an under-class

· Poor health and education in rural areas

· Catholic Church was weak and didn't support the poor

· Known for a US tourism destination

· Serious social problems

· 'Las Vegas of Latin America'

· Casino's and Prostitutes

· Soaring crime rates

· Social distress
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Four Stages
· 1945 - 52

· Student and Armed Rebel

· 1953

· Attack on Moncada Barracks 

· Launched M-26-7

· 1956

· Landing of the Granma Expidition

· Beginning of armed struggle

· 1956-59

· Campaign in Sierra Maestra

Castro's Early Life
· Born in 1926

· Wealthy Family

· Education was strict and gave him tenacity

· 1945 - Law at University of Havana

· University was beyond government control

· Activism, Gangs and Violence were common

· Castro became known as an outstanding orator and talented athlete

· Joined anti-communist Orthodox Party in 1947

· Run by Eduardo Chibás 

· Chibas was known for his anti-corruption, social justice and demands for reform

· Castro gave public speeches denouncing the government

· 1947 - joined military expedition to oust US forces in Dominican Republic

· 1948 - travelled to Columbia to join anti-government protests

· Columbia was influential

· Gave him the idea of spontaneous revolution

· 1952 - Trying to run for congress and expected to do well

· General Batista seized power in a military coup 

· Suspended the elections

Castro's First Rebellion
· The Movement was formed

· 1953 - 1,200 followers in Havana and the provinces

· 26th of July 1953 - Castro attacked the Moncada barracks

· The plan was to take the barracks which would spark a popular uprising 

· The area had 30% unemployment

· Complete Failure

· Batista executed 69 rebels 

· Castro was lucky to escape

· 21st September 1953 - counsel at his own trial

· Claimed he didn't organise the attack 

· Claimed it was against Batista and not the state

· Embarrassed Army due to brutal killings

· Received light sentence and gave his infamous "History Will Absolve Me" speech

· In prison he formed the 26th of July Movement (M-26-7)

· Spent 19 months in prison

Castro's Preparations for Revolution
· 1955 - Met Che Guevara who gave a perspective on revolution

· Guevara had dedicated his life to opposing American imperialism

· Gaining financial support allowed him to split from the Orthodox Party

The Granma Expedition
· November 26th  1956 

· Guevara and Fidel left with 82 guerillas

· Travelling from Mexico to Cuba

· 1,200 mile voyage at 1am

· Boat named the Granma

· Heavily armed, they hoped to arrive on the 30th of November

· Frank País and M-26-7 would leave a diversionary uprising in Santiago

· Journey was plagued by storms and landed 2 days late

· Which failed to link up with the diversionary resistance

· They landed in mangrove swamps 60 yards from shore

· Waded ashore but were attacked by Batista's troops

· Only 12 out of the 82 made it inland

· Including the Castros and Guevera

Campaign in the Sierra Maestra 1956 - 59
· Hiding in the mountains, the group raided isolate army posts for ammunition

· Slowly gained the trust of the locals

· Payed peasants for food, lent them their doctors and helped with field work

· Anyone who broke the rules was executed

· Summer of '57 --> Force of over 200

The Role of Ideology
· Castro wasn't overly Communist

· Called for land redistribution and profit sharing amongst industrial workers

· Met with members of the Orthodox Party

· Signed Sierra Maestra Manifesto

· Promised agrarian and educational reform

· Popular amongst peasants and workers

Failure of Batista's Tactics
· To defeat M-26-7 they forcibly removed peasants from their land

· Death squads known as 'Los Tigres' killed anyone associated with them

· Used torture and violence to stop urban rebellions

· Increased opposition towards him

Propaganda and Publicity
· Castro gave an interview to NY Times reporter Herbert Mathews

· "a man of ideals, of courage, and of remarkable qualities of leadership"

· Castro became a valiant, romantic leader

· It made Castro appear as the only opposition to Batista

· Made M-26-7 sound more powerful than it was

· 1957 CBS documentary portrayed him in a good light

· El Cubano Libre and Revolucion were their own newspapers

Withdrawal of US Support
· Castro support continued to grow

· By 1958 - increasing pressure due to army failures, censorship, torture, and summary executions

· US stopped sending arms shipments

· Undermined the army

Economic Collapse 
· Economic Sabotage by M-26-7

· 30,000 attacks in one year 

· 2 million tonnes of sugar were lost in arson attacks

· Scared off tourism

· Middle class realised Batista had to go

· Business men started to fund Castro

Batista's Last Offensive

· July 1958

· Operation Verano

· All-out attack on Sierra Maestra

· Bombed villages suspected of helping rebels

· 12,000 soldiers were sent in

· No experience of guerilla warfare

· Deserted, Surrendered or Ambushed

· By November the rebels had half of Cuba

Support of other Political Groups

· Pact of Caracas

· In the pact, all groups recognised Castro as the leader

· Batista was politically isolated

Triumph of the Revolution

· December 1958

· Clear that Batista had lost the war

· Battle of Santa Clara

· 300 troops led by Che Guevara 

· Defeated army 10 times the size

· Castro, Guevara and Cienfugos led 3 separate armies

· All attacked Havana causing Batista to flee

· 1st of January 1959 Castro took power

· Determinist - Third Reich is a product of German history --> Germans want an authoritarian leader

· They didn't like democracy

· Created by force and Prussian militarism

· Favoured strong leadership

· National greatness

· Structuralist/Functionalist - Some say its a manifestation of a broad authoritarian trend in Europe in the 20's and 30's

· Dislocation of WW1

· Fear of Communism

· Economic crisis

· Nationalist resentments

· 'propelled to power by historical 'crisis' conditions'

· Ian Kershaw, E Anderson

· Intentionalist/Chance - Finally, it was 'bad luck' that Hitler gained power, it was fortuitous rather than the product of deeper forces and Hitler was an 'evil genius'

· Charismatic

· Manipulation of masses through propaganda

· Outmanoeuvred the elite
