Formative assessment is to show growth over time, determine student needs, plan next steps in instruction, and provide students with descriptive feedback. Summative assessment is to determine the extent to which learning has occurred for students. Evaluation is the process of analyzing, reflecting upon and summarizing assessment information and making judgments and/or decisions based on the information gathered.
