Hannibal Barca

Carthaginian military general considered to be one of the greatest in history. Led Carthage during the Second Punic War and marched his troops over the Alps to invade Rome.

Mago Barca

Youngest brother of Hannibal, Infantry Commander.

Hasdrubal Barca

Brother of Hannibal, Commander of the Spanish Provinces. Remained in Spain and did not cross the Alps.

Imilce Barca

Wife of Hannibal, Spanish Princess. Kept prisoner in Carthage to ensure that the Spanish didn't revolt against Carthaginians.

Maharbal

Cavalry Commander. Many of the victories during the Second Punic War were because Carthage had better cavalry than Rome.

Publius Scipio I

A military general and statesman of the Roman Republic; consul during the first year of the Second Punic War
Publius Scipio II (Africanus)

Son the Publius Scipio I; consul and military general of Rome.

Fabius Maximus (Cunctator)

Chosen as dictator during the Second Punic War. Fought a 'war of attrition.'

Hanno the Great

Political enemy of Hannibal. Remained in Carthage during the war.

Sempronius Longus

Roman consul during the Second Punic War. When Scipio was injured, he led the army to the Battle of Ticinus. Defeated by Hannibal.

Gaius Terrentius Varro

Appointed next Roman consul after Fabius' dictatorship.

Seige of Saguntum

Hannibal attacked Saguntum, an ally of Rome, which began the Second Punic War.

Gisko

Carthaginian general.

Dictator

A special Roman political office. Created only during emergencies, and lasting only six months. During office, a Dictator was commander of all legions and had all political authority.

Attrition Warfare

Attrition warfare is a military strategy to win a war by wearing down the enemy to the point of collapse through continuous losses in personnel and supplies.

Battle of Trebia

Longus vs. Hannibal. Carthaginian victory.

Battle of Lake Trasimene

Flaminius vs. Hannibal. Carthaginian victory. Heavy Roman losses.

Battle of Cannae

Varo vs. Hannibal. Carthaginian Victory. Over 50,000 Romans killed.

Battle of Zama

Scipio vs. Hannibal. Roman Victory. End of Second Punic War.
