PRESIDENT'S JOKE ABOUT BOMBING LEAVES PRESS IN EUROPE UNAMUSED
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President Reagan's joke about bombing the Soviet Union was front-page news today in Europe.

The Standard, London's evening newspaper, used the headline ''President's Nuclear Joke Misfires'' over its front-page report. Its Washington correspondent called the incident ''a joke which has turned into a serious embarrassment.''

There was no immediate comment from Moscow.

Mr. Reagan, making a voice check before his weekly radio broadcast Saturday, was quoted as saying: ''My fellow Americans. I'm pleased to tell you today that I've signed legislation that will outlaw Russia forever. We begin bombing in five minutes.''

The President's comment was reported too late Sunday night to be included in Monday morning newspapers in Europe, but his remarks were widely reported on radio broadcasts and in papers published later. Le Monde Calls It a Gaffe

Le Monde, the prestigious Paris daily, used ''Gaffe'' to headline its report. Its Tuesday issue included a front-page commentary saying it would be up to psychologists to decide whether the President's comments were ''an expression of repressed desire or the exorcism of a dreaded phantom,'' adding, ''So long as it is but a musing spoken aloud, there is no place for alarm.''

In West Germany, the press service of the opposition Social Democrats called Mr. Reagan ''an irresponsible old man,'' and the Green Party said the ''perverse joke makes the blood of every reasonable person run cold.''
The official Polish press agency P.A.P. recalled that Mr. Reagan, while testing a microphone in 1982, had characterized the Polish leadership as ''a bunch of no-good lousy bums.''
Calling the newest remarks ''totally unbecoming'' for the President of a superpower, the agency's Washington correspondent wrote, ''Formally, his statements were not to be made public, but he knew very well that once recorded, they would immediately be taken up by technicians and reporters.'' Voter Alienation Suggested

The Polish agency went on to speculate that Mr. Reagan's ''irresponsible behavior'' could alienate voters who ''may now feel repulsed or even terrified by the easy talk of a man who has shown he would do anything to fuel up the arms race and now is trying to win re-election.''

The Dutch news service Teletekst reported the way the President tested his microphone with the comment, ''Hopefully, the man tests his missiles more carefully.''

The West German Greens, an antinuclear party that tried to prevent the deployment of new American medium- range missiles in their country, released a statement comparing Mr. Reagan to Hitler and sniping at the flag-waving by Americans at the Olympic Games in Los Angeles.

''We hope that the '84 Olympics in Los Angeles and the '36 Berlin Olympics, and the Hollywood cowboy and the painter's journeyman from Braunau, have nothing more in common than what is visible to the world public,'' the Greens said. Braunau, Austria, was Hitler's birthplace.
