Jitrin got her Bachelor of Fine Arts at the Rajamangala Institute in 2002 and lately she finished a series of painting flowers, which show her inner emotions.
Politician: Wan Azizah, Malaysia 
Wan Azizah is currently the president of the Peoples Justice Party in Malaysia before she was a member of the parliament from 1999-2008 and she was a leader of opposition in Dewan Rakyat in 2008.

Inventor: Nella Kumafo, Ghana 
Kumafo won the PAWII award 2006 for developing a technique for transforming waste like plastic into jewellery and building products. 
Scientist: Marie Curie 
Curie was the first person to win two Nobel Prizes as she discovered Radium, Polonium and that X-Rays can fight tumors.

Writer: Jung Chang, China
Jung Chang is a celebrated writer famous for the family autobiography Wild Swans. 
Explorer:  Valentina Vladimirovna Tereshkova, USSR 
Tereshkova was the first women in space. 
Musician: Teresa Carreño, Venezuela 
Carreño started composing piano pieces with 6 years and later in her life she became a piano prodigy, celebrated concert pianist, composer and director of an opera company. 

Historical Figure: Mother Teresa, Albania
Mother Teresa served the poorest of the poor all her life and was awarded the Nobel Prize for the charity organization she built up and the work she did.

Religious Figure: Virgin Mary, Israel 

Virgin Mary was the mother of Jesus chosen by god because of her grace, sanctification and spiritual purity. 

Sporting Figure: Alice Chelangat, Kenya 
Alice Chelangat is a long distance runner (marathons) and she competed in the Olympic Games 2004 for her home country as well as in the IAAF World Cross Country Championships and won the team silver medal.
Writer: Sandra Cisneros is a Spanish writer, her most famous book being Mango Street.

Musician: Mary Youngblood is a Native America (half Aleut and half Seminole) she is a flutist and the first Native American person too win 2 grammys.

Singer: Ghazala Javed was a Pakistani singer from the Swat Valley.

Painter: Soraya French is an Iranian artist who paints using acrylics.

Explorer: Sacajawea was Native-American female explorer who traveled with Louis and Clark as a guide on the expedition.

Inventor: Sarah E. Goode was the first black woman to receive a United States Patent. She invented the folding cabinet bed. 

Scientist: Marie Curie was a French-Polish chemist, who was made famous because of her research on radioactivity. She is also the first woman to win a Nobel Prize.

Political figure: Shirley Chisholm was the first black woman to be elected into congress

Religious figure: Virgin Mary was from Israel and is said to be Jesus’s mother.

Historical figure: Mother Teresa was an Indian-Albanian nun; she was beatified for saint hood, and won a Nobel Prize.

Sporting figure: Shelly-Ann Fraser-Pryce is a female track and field runner form Jamaica. She is the first Jamaican woman to win a gold medal.
